Designed with performance and safety as priorities, the Seventh
Element Preset air system is built around player needs. The
system has been designed to meet the demands of the player
by utilizing advanced technology, construction, and materials.
Seventh Element does this while setting the highest standard of
safety.

The regulator has a factory-set output pressure and requires no
further adjustment to use. Screw the Seventh Element air
system into the ASA clockwise until tight. To remove the air
system, unscrew counter clockwise. Depending on the marker
set up, excess air will vent out of the ASA as you unscrew the air
system.

To fill the Seventh Element air system you will connect the hose
to the fill nipple. The fill nipple is a chrome, industry standard
quick disconnect fill nipple mounted on the side of the regulator
body. Use only compressed air or nitrogen.

*ENSURE THE FILL STATION HAS THE PROPER FILTERS
AND MOISTURE SEPARATORS INSTALLED AND WORKING.
DIRTY AND CONTAMINATED AIR MAY LEAD TO REGULA-
TOR FAILURE. ALWAYS KEEP THE FILL NIPPLE CLEAN OF

Seventh Element Preset was designed and

built from the ground up to provide the

longest service life possible, with the least

amount of maintenance needed. All basic

preventative maintenance can be

performed without removing the regulator

from the air bottle or disassembling the

regulator housing.

1. Care should be taken to make sure that
every time the Seventh Element Preset is
screwed into the gun’s ASA a small
amount of grease is applied to the air
system’s threads.

2. Be sure to keep the fill nipple cover on
at all times when not filling. This will help
prevent any dirt or debris for entering the
regulator and damaging the regulator seat.

Additional Maintenance: The fill nipple
o-ring and/or the Schrader valve may need
replacement after time and wear.

Schrader Pin Valve Replacement

If, for some reason, the Schrader pin valve

begins to leak and is no longer able to

retain the air in the Seventh Element

Preset, the Schrader valve can be quickly

replaced.

1. Use a standard car tire valve tool to Schrader Pin Valve
remove the old Schrader. -No Grease is necessary
2. Install the new Schrader. Be careful not  for the Pin Valve

to over-tighten the new Schrader valve as ~ -Do NOT over-tighten
it might break under excessive force.
